For this reason, Shima City is working on various disaster pre-
vention and mitigation measures.In addition to working on
disaster prevention awareness in the region by conducting
delivery-type disaster prevention lectures, providing guid-
ance and support for disaster prevention drills conducted by
the community and assigning a disaster prevention technical
instructor to the disaster prevention department, we are also
distributing hazard maps to each household, lending door-to-
door receivers for free, carrying out an earthquake-resistant as-
sistance project for wooden houses and implementing disaster

prevention measures for public facilities.
